Costs Associated with Annexation:

Water and Sewer:
Aqua North Carolina Rates: $3.94/ 1000 Gallons used, sewer = $0.00 per 1000
gallons used
Fuquay-Varina Water Rates: $4.20 per 1000 gallons used, sewer= $4.00 per
1000 gallons used for a total of $8.20 per 1000 gallons

Hookup Fees (estimated figures based on current rates):
Water: Initial fees include $1000 Capacity Fee + $750 Meter Fee. $78
per foot of road frontage to install lines + $78 per foot to run pipe from the
road to your home. This does not include the cost to repair landscaping
and driveway damage.
Sewer: Initial fees include $1750 Capacity Fee + $750 Meter Fee. $107
per foot of road frontage to install lines + $107 per foot to run pipe from
the road to your home. This does not include the cost to repair
landscaping and driveway damage.
About Hook Fees
You as a property owner are responsible for paying all hookup fees. This is true
even if you do not request services. How’s that work? We’ll let’s assume that
you have a well and good septic however your neighbors down the block do ask
for service. You'’ll pay for the lines that are installed in front of your house.

The $3.3 million dollar water/sewer installation budget that Fuquay-Varina has proposed
ONLY includes water mains and sewer lines along Sunset Lake Road and Bass Lake
Road. The budget does not include ANY line extensions into the affected developments,
which could ultimately cost the taxpayers an additional $10 million dollars or more by
conservative estimate.  This budget also does not include the cost of fire hydrants or
subsequent street repairs and curbing. These additional funds required to finish the job
will undoubtedly result in a tax increase and/or substantially higher hook-up fees.

**NOTE- As of May 1, Fuquay-Varina residents connected to the town water supply are
subject to permanent water restrictions regardless of drought conditions. A copy of this

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Garbage/Recycling Rates:

Current Fuquay-Varina rates: $14.25 per month
(Fuguay-Varina will also need to charge the taxpayers $70,000 to provide
garbage and recycling bins to the annexed area)

Current Providers:
ABC Sanitation: $20 per month (FV rate = monthly savings of $5.75)
Brocks Sanitation: $20 per month (FV rate = monthly savings of $5.75)
Reliable Sanitation and Recycling: $20 per month (FV rate = monthly savings
of $5.75)
Republic Services of NC: $59 per quarter (FV rate = monthly savings of
$5.41)
Waste Industries: $64.65 per quarter (FV rate = monthly savings of $7.30)
Woods Sanitation Service: $19 curb (FV rate = monthly savings of $4.75)

**NOTE: If Fuquay-Varina raises their rate, homeowners will not be afforded the option of
choosing another provider.**

Street Maintenance:

Streets to be maintained by Fuguay-Varina upon annexation:
Birchland Drive, Rathkeale Court, Barkton Way, Larimer Court, Martha Nell Drive,
Oakwealth Drive, Kelly Oak Court, Kinloss Drive, Stewart Street, Spirex Court, Keith
Hills Street (partial), Belvinwood Drive, Zebco Way, Lakecroft Place.

Private Roads that will not be maintained upon annexation:
Seth Drive, VZ Road, Locie Lane, Keith Hills Street (partial)

**NOTE: The remaining 30 streets within the proposed annexation site are and will remain
the responsibility of the NC Dept of Transportation.**

Police and Fire Protection:
Fuquay-Varina will spend $49,000 on additional police equipment and an estimated
$115,000 additionally per year on the salaries of 2 additional officers. Right now, we
receive police services from the Wake County Sheriff’s Department and our Special
Fire District Tax pays for Fire protection services. We already have sufficient
coverage in both these areas.

In summary, according to Fuquay-Var i na’ s own Projected

Analysis, the initial costs the town must incur in order to fund this annexation will not
be recovered in their 5-year plan.
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
